How is Oxford University structured?

Oxford University is a federation of forty-four autonomous colleges and halls that have separate grounds, their own tutors and administrators, and distinct personalities. The colleges organize admission, accommodation, and tutorial instruction for students. College tutors and administrators have their offices in the college as well. Seminar and lecture halls and a college library are located in each college for academic purposes. The colleges are also responsible for providing sports and social facilities. Not only do students live, study, socialize, and dine at their college, they may also take their tutorials in their college. As a result, students often have a stronger allegiance to their college than to the university. 

The university determines the general content of each discipline, organizes lectures, regulates degree exams, and provides excellent resources like the Bodleian Library, faculty (departmental) libraries, laboratories, museums, computing facilities, and more. Academic departments at Oxford exist on a university-wide level. Therefore, students can study within a particular discipline at any college.

Students are members of both their college and the university. Compared with Korean institutions, each of the member colleges is quite small, few having more than 500 students. The combined full-time enrollment of undergraduate and graduate students at Oxford is about 14,500 men and women who are among the brightest, most motivated students the world has to offer.
What is St. Anne’s College like?

St. Anne’s is one of several colleges founded in the late 1800s to accommodate a growing number of female degree candidates at Oxford. The college remained an all-female institution until 1978, and today St. Anne’s has a healthy mix of men and women in the both the student body and on the teaching staff.

St. Anne’s students are known throughout the university for their love of sports, and the college boasts highly successful football (soccer), rugby, and hockey teams. All students are welcome to take advantage of the excellent sports facilities, shared with nearby St. John’s College and St. Antony’s College. Its academic facilities are equally impressive: The college library, the second largest in the university, currently houses over 100,000 volumes. St. Anne’s also has one of Oxford’s best-stocked computer rooms, which is open twenty-four hours a day and offers both Macintoshes and PCs.
How does the tutorial system work?

The tutorial system is at the heart of Oxford’s approach to university education. Remember, there are no classes with multiple students at Oxford. Rather, your primary and secondary tutorials are one-on-one meetings with your tutor and your only scheduled course time during the term. Visiting students take one primary tutorial and one secondary tutorial per term. Primary tutorials usually meet for one hour a week, while secondary tutorials usually meet for one hour every two weeks. Some lectures run by the university may complement your tutorials. Attending lectures can help you develop ideas for your papers. The rest of the time is yours to prepare essays for your next tutorial meetings.
These essays are the focus of your assessment at Oxford; you will not have other assignments or final exams at the end of the term. Discussion of the essay will often lead to further conversation of the topic at hand or a related topic, which means you are expected to be well prepared for tutorial meetings. Tutorial meeting times are traditionally arranged between the tutor and the student upon arrival at the college.
Why is the tutorial request form important?

Completing the tutorial request form is one of the most important things you will do as you prepare to study abroad. The tutorials you choose are considered carefully during the admissions process. It is vital while planning your semester or year abroad, and you should discuss your tutorial choices with your study abroad and academic advisors before making final decisions.
Keep in mind that you will not finalize your tutorials until you arrive. Consequently, some of your choices may not be available when you arrive. Remain flexible and have several back-up tutorials approved by your home university before leaving for Oxford.
How many tutorials will I take?

Students are not permitted to receive extra credit by taking two primary tutorials in one term. Students must take one primary and one secondary tutorial every term and no more. The number of tutorial sessions for each course is not directly related to the number of credits that the course is worth.
Michaelmas (fall) term: SAF recommends your home university award the equivalent of 8 US semester credits for each primary tutorial and 4 US semester credits for each secondary tutorial.

Hilary/Trinity (spring) term: SAF recommends your home university award the equivalent of 16 US semester credits for each primary tutorial and 8 US semester credits for each secondary tutorial.
Are there any tips for completing the tutorial request form?

Yes! Following are some of the things you should keep in mind as you complete the tutorial request form:

· The tutorials you choose should build on knowledge you have already acquired at your home university. Do not request introductory-level or survey tutorials. You should not plan to fulfill elective requirements while studying at Oxford. Stick to tutorials in your major or another discipline where you have already taken at least two classes.
· Your tutorial topics should be limited to one department.
· We recommend that you complete the form by requesting all of your top-choice tutorials first. Then, after you’ve completed your top choices, go back through and add your second choices. Occasionally, St. Anne’s may accept a student based on some of their second choices, so make sure you like all of the tutorials you list.
· You should talk to your home university advisor about the ideal tutorials you would like to take, and you should keep in mind that the topics listed below are only suggestions.
Is there a course catalog for Oxford?

No! Consequently, choosing tutorial topics is often the hardest part of your preparations to study abroad. Because of the individualized nature of the tutorial, there are no course catalogs or descriptions, and you can only ask to study in one or two departments.
The lack of a course catalog is more than offset by the enormous range of possibilities that the tutorial system permits in terms of subjects that may be studied. You have the chance to study things in which you have always been interested but that your home university may not offer. Recent unique tutorial topics that students have devised include: J.R.R. Tolkien; Machaut’s Motets: Music, Text and Context; Social Class and Inequality; Bioprocessing; Apartheid—Before and After; Cell Cycle/Control of Malignancy; and Comparative Welfare Capitalism. The tutorial options listed in this packet do not constitute a course catalog. They are simply a selection of tutorials that past Oxford students have taken. These topics are only intended to give you an idea of the kinds of tutorials you may consider taking while at Oxford. You should use this list as a tool while working with your professors and advisors to develop tutorial choices that fit your area of study.
