	This seminar is designed to provide students with a foundation of knowledge concerning current social issues involving children and families and a comparative understanding of how different industrialized countries address such social issues through public policy.  The class will consider how different countries view children and families as a public or private resource and responsibility, and how countries define and address the needs of children and families.  More specifically, the course will address how research, politics, and advocacy play a role in the initiation, implementation, and evaluation of policy across different countries.  

This course will focus on a number of social priorities of the 21st century, including poverty and inequality; work-family balance issues such as parental leave, child care, and work promotion; health care; and family structure. Through these topical foci, students will compare and contrast how different countries define and address such issues through social policies, and will consider how such policies in turn impact children and families.  

The class will begin with an overview of the current demographics of industrialized countries, move to a discussion of the policy process across different political systems, and then focus on specific social issues and policies concerning income redistribution, homelessness, work/family balance, early childhood education, marriage promotion, and other issues.  Guest speakers and extracurricular site visits will provide expert views on the four cornerstones of the policy process: politics and policy creation, advocacy, policy implementation, and policy evaluation.  Overarching goals of the class are to help students think critically about social issues; to explore different systems of defining social issues and supporting children and families; to increase understanding of how social perceptions and scientific evidence reflect social policies; and to further develop one’s own interpretation and views about social issues.

	2 Irish Landscapes: Islands, Biodiversity, and Climate Change

	The goal of this course is to explore the evolution, extinction, and conservation of island biodiversity. The basic concepts of ecology and conservation biology, such as the interaction of resources and conditions with living organisms, adaptation, migration and global climate change will be covered.  This course will focus on phenology and its role in monitoring climate change. 

Phenology is the study of seasonal biological events, the study of plant and animal life cycle events, including leafing and flowering of plants, maturation of agricultural crops, emergence of insects, and migration of birds.  Students leaving this course will have a firm grasp of the scientific method, the benefits and limitations of scientific conclusions and the interplay between science and society. We will explore the implications of human interaction with biodiversity, both ecological and social.  This course will take a case-study approach dissecting the ecological history of Ireland and the role of citizen scientist in conservation and scientific education.  

Excursions will include museum-based trips such as trips to the Museum of Natural History Ireland, National Botanical Garden and Dublin Zoo.  Excursions will also include field trips that will explore the variety of different landscapes across Ireland. These will include Dublin based field excursions to Ireland's Eye and to the East Coast Nature Reserve.  An additional longer field excursion to the Burren in the southwest of Ireland will also be taken to explore the highly endemic organisms of the uniquely Irish Landscape.

	Over the course of three weeks the class will engage through text, sound, and image with as many facets of Joyce's life and works as possible. The course will put great emphasis on the sounds and sights of Joyce's writings. It's all about trying to see Dublin through Joyce’s eyes and hear it through Joyce’s sounds.

The course will use the technology developed by Professor Nugent’s Ulysses class to enhance tracing of the characters from that book. The course's aim is to show that the humor and profundity of this great author, often thought incomprehensible to the ordinary reader, is accessible to everyone.

	This course will explore the interplay of liberation theology and political philosophy in shaping contemporary Chilean culture and society.  Student’s class work will be supplemented by a service component in Santiago which will provide a lens through which to observe and assess the concrete impacts of these schools of thought on the lives of the people of Chile, and to some extent on the lives of other people of Latin America in whose countries these same dynamics have come into play.  The observations made in the process of serving in the community will be brought back to the classroom to help students develop an understanding of the relationship between philosophical and theological social theories and the lived reality that flows from the way those theories are or are not implemented.
