It deals with
pathophysiology, diagnosis, classification, stages, and treat-
ments of hematologic malignancies and other specific types
of cancer as well as cancers occurring in children and
adolescents. It includes nursing care of bone marrow trans-
plantations and pediatric cancer.
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Surgical Oncology Practicum
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This course deals with the application of theories of surgi-
cal cancer treatments to the professional oncology nursing
practice. Students will learn about various diagnostic tests
and pre-operative nursing care. They also learn about various
operative procedures of gastrectomy, mastectomy, lobectomy,
colostomy, and etc. They will also learn about pain manage-
ment, wound and ostomy care of patients after the operation.
Patient education and counseling and discharge planning edu-
cation will also be included.
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Practicum for Oncology Nursing
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This course is aimed to apply knowledge related to spe-
cial kinds of cancer and treatments such as bone marrow
transplantation to nursing practice. It includes bone marrow
transplantation procedures, complications of transplantations,
and future directions and advances in bone marrow tran-
splantation. It will also deal with legal and ethical issues re-
lated to transplantations. It also includes assessment and
management of childhood cancer and the family care of it.

In order to
maximize quality of life for patient and family, it includes
education of recurrence, self-examination of various cancer to
detect in early stage, development of educational program for
cancer patient and family, health-related behavior, alternative
therapy. It will also deal with operation and management of
self-help groups, support for the caregiver, and other psycho-
social issues, such as the impact of cancer on sexuality.
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Advanced Nutrition in Nursing
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Advanced introduction to nutritional sciences related in the
field of nursing. Topics include carbohydrate, lipid, and pro-
tein metabolism.

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This is a course on the economics of nursing care and
nursing policy. The course explores the basic micro-
economics, welfare economics, and the economic rationale
for government’s intervention in health care services as well
as health policy. Second, it looks at economic analysis of
health policy for nurses and nursing services, and suggests
alternative health policies to improve the performance of
health care system. This course is designed to help students
to develop two skills. First, students will learn to identify
which health policy problems regarding nursing care require
government action and to construct sound economic argu-
ments for the government action. Second, students will gain
experience in using microeconomics to predict the impact of
government policies on the behavior of nurses and other
providers.

The main contents include, basic theory of economics,
health and poverty, equity and efficiency of health care sys-
tems, the nursing labor market and nursing service market,
professional and economic issues facing nursing services,
government regulation in health care market, nursing pro-
ductivity, long-term care and nurses, and economic evaluation
(cost-effectiveness analysis, cost-benefit analysis) for nursing
services.

Financial Management for Nursing Services
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This course offers financial insight into understanding the
Korean hospitals and assists students in learning financial
management and analytical skills necessary for developing
practical strategies to improve financial outcomes of nursing
department in health care institutions as well as to analyse
the cost of nursing services in the context of national health
insurance. This course is designed to meet the following ob-
jectives : 1) to analyze major health policy for hospitals in
Korea, 2) to improve students’ skills in developing financial
management strategies for the good performance of nursing

selection, simultaneous equation model, limited dependent
variables.

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Large amounts of structured and unstructured healthcare
data have become available from electronic health records,
social media, health insurance agencies, etc. These big data
could be an enabling resource for deriving insights for im-
proving healthcare delivery and reducing healthcare cost. The
enormity and complexity of these datasets present great chal-
lenges in analyses and subsequent applications to a clinical
practice environment. In this course, we introduce the char-
acteristics and related analytics on dealing with healthcare
data from electronic health records, social media, health in-
surance agencies, etc. Topics on structured big data analytics
such as data mining, machine learning, and classification and
topics on unstructured big data analytics such as natural lan-
guage processing and text mining are covered in this course.
